Always start the planer before blade is in contact with the workpiece and allow
the blade to come to full speed before contacting the workpiece. The tool can
vibrate or chatter if the blade speed is too slow at beginning of the cut and can
possibly kick back.

Check the workpiece for nails. If there are nails, either remove or set them well
below intended finished surface. If the planer blades strike objects like nails it
may cause the tool to kick back and serious personal injury may result.

Unplug the planer before changing accessories. Before plugging the tool in,
check that the trigger lock is “OFF”. Accidental start-ups may occur if planer is
plugged in while changing an accessory.

Always hold the tool firmly with both hands for maximum control.
Never pull the plane backward over the workpiece. Loss of control may occur.
Always wear ear and eye protection and a breathing mask.

ADJUSTING THE RATCHETING DEPTH KNOB -
ADJUSTING DEPTH OF CUT

The proper cutting depth should be determined according to the hardness,
gumminess or moisture content of the material being cut, as well as the feed rate,
and is largely a matter of experience. Rotate the depth adjustment knob clockwise
for a deeper cut and counter-clockwise
for a shallower cut.

Pointer

The numbers on the ring under the depth
adjustment knob indicate the depth

of cut. If it is necessary to accurately
determine the depth of cut, plane a scrap
piece of wood, measure the difference in
thickness and adjust the setting.

Before installing or removing the planer blade, please turn off the tool power
switch and unplug the power.

Tighten the blade bolts carefully when attaching the blades to the tool. A loose
bolt can be dangerous. Always check to see they are tightened securely.

Handle the blades very carefully. Use gloves or rags to protect your fingers or
hands when removing or installing the blades.

Use only the Benchmark wrench provided to remove or install the blades.
Failure to do so may result in overtightening or insufficient tightening of the
installation bolts. This could cause an injury.

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1. To remove the blade on the blade shaft, first turn the planer upside down on
the workbench or a flat surface with the blade facing the operator, ensure
the tool is unplugged, then turn the blade shaft by hand to expose the screw,
and then remove the screw. First use the socket wrench to turn the three hex
bolts counterclockwise, and use the hex key to turn the two hex socket screws
counterclockwise. Then push the blade from the side with a wooden stick,
to remove the blade from the blade shaft.

2. Toinstall the blades, first clean out all chips or foreign matter adhering to
the drum or blades. Use blades of the same dimensions and weight, or drum
oscillation/vibration will result, causing poor planing action and, eventually,
tool breakdown.

3. Carbide inserts have two cutting edges that can be inverted for use on the
other side. When both cutting edges are blunt, the blade must be replaced.

4. Please pay attention, to install the blade in the groove of the cutter shaft, use
a hex key to pre-tension the three bolts. Then install the blade with a small woo
den stick to ensure that the edge of the blade is aligned with the backplane.
Check this alignment carefully to ensure uniform cutting. Finally, use the
socket wrench to evenly and evenly tighten all mounting bolts clockwise.

5. Check the three hex flange head bolts for final tightness.
6. Repeat procedures 1 - 5 for other blade.

PLANER BLADE ADJUSTMENT

AATTENTION When installing the blade on the tool, carefully tighten the blade
hex bolt. If the hex bolt is loose, it can be dangerous and can cause damage to the
tool or injury to people. So please check to see if they are all tightened.

1. Your planing surface will end up rough and uneven, unless the blade is set
properly and securely. The blade must be mounted so that the cutting edge is
absolutely level, that is, parallel to the surface of the rear base.

Below are some examples of proper and improper settings:
A Front base (Movable shoe) B Rear base (Stationary shoe)

Although this side view cannot show it, the edges of the blades run perfectly
parallel to the rear base surface.

Nicks in surface

Cause: One or both blades fails to have edge parallel to rear base line.

Gouging at start :%

Cause: One or both blade edges protrudes too far in relation to rear base line.
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DUST BAG AND VAC ADAPTER ASSEMBLY AND USE

1. Dust/chip extraction port
2. Dust bag

3. Dust bag zipper

4. Exhaust dust tube

Before using the tool with either the dust bag or a shop
vac, you must first install the exhaust dust tube on either

side of the tool as follows: To Install the exhaust dust tube (4): Align the raised
embossed end on the exhaust dust tube with the groove in the dust/chip extraction
port (1), and slide the exhaust dust tube into the port. Then rotate the exhaust
dust tube to lock it in place. When planing smaller jobs, attach the dust bag to the
dust/chip extraction port, if using a shop vac, install the exhaust dust tube onto the
tool as noted above, attach vac adapter to the exhaust dust tube and then attach
your shop vac hose to the adapter. Ensure you wear a suitable dust mask, as there
may be some residual airborne dust particles in the area. To detach the bag, turn
clock-wise and pull it out from the port. Empty the dust bag: Empty the dust bag by
unzipping the bag (3) and then gently tap the bag to remove the dust.

For a more thorough cleaning of the dust bag, slip the bag off of the frame and turn
bag inside out. Use a soft brush to brush the dust off of the lining.

While standing comfortably, hold the
planer firmly with both hands (1) & (2).

Place the front base of the planer against the workpiece surface without
the blades making any contact with the workpiece.

Switch on the tool and guide the tool with even feed over the surface
to be planed.

Move the tool gently forward, applying pressure on the front of the tool at
the beginning of the planing pass and pressure at the rear of the tool at the
end of the planning pass.

Push the planer beyond the edge of the workpiece without tilting it downwards.

The rate of planing and the depth of cut determine the quality of the cut. For rough
cutting, you can increase the depth of cut. To achieve a smooth cut, you will need
to reduce the depth of cut and advance the planer slowly across the workpiece.
The proper feed rate will depend on the type of material being cut and the depth
of the cut. When planing hard materials (e.g., hardwood), as well as when utilizing

12
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the maximum planer width, set only low planing depths and reduce the planer
feed as required. Practice first on a scrap piece of material to gauge the correct
feed rate and the cut dimensions.

NOTE: Planing is easier if you incline the workpiece slightly away from you
so that you plane “downbhill”.

e Moving the planer too quickly may cause a poor quality of cut and can damage
the blades or the motor. Moving the planer too slowly may burn or mar the
workpiece.

/\ WARNING!

e Hold the tool with both hands while starting the tool, since torque from the motor
can cause the tool to twist.

/\CAUTION!
¢ Always use two hands when holding the planer.
e Wherever possible, clamp the workpiece to a workbench or clamping table.

EDGE GUIDE

1. To attach the edge guide, remove the edge-guide attachment knob and slide
the edge guide into the planer.

2. Replace the edge-guide attachment knob and firmly tighten it.

3. Loosen the locking nut and slide the edge guide to the desired position.
Securely tighten the locking nut.

RABBETTING DEPTH STOP

The rabbetting depth stop allows the user to set any rabbetting depth to a maximum
of (1") 24mm. For best results, it is important that the blade be properly aligned
with the front base. The width of the rabbet is controlled by the edge guide and

the final depth is achieved by repeating the planing procedure until the rabbetting
depth stop contacts the workpiece.

RABBETTING

1. To make a stepped cut as shown in the figure, use the edge guide.

2. Draw a cutting line on the workpiece. Insert the edge guide into the hole in the
front of the tool. Align the blade edge with the cutting line.

3. Adjust the edge guide until it comes in contact with the side of the workpiece,
then secure it by tightening the screw.
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4. When planing, move the tool with the edge guide flush with the side of the
workpiece. Otherwise uneven planing may result.

CHAMFERING

The “V” groove in the front base allows quick and easy chamfering of workpiece
edges as shown in image.

1. Place the “V” groove on the front base over the
edge to be chamfered. Be sure the blades are not
touching the workpiece.

2. Position the “V” groove absolutely flat on the edge
to be bevelled.

3. Grasp the tool firmly with both hands, turn the
tool on and push the planer forward with steady
pressure on the front base.

INSTALLING NEW DRIVE BELT
1. Large driven pulley

2. Motor pulley
3. Drive belt cover
4. Screws

The drive belt is a normal maintenance part and -
should be inspected periodically for wear. If the drive >

belt shows signs of drying out, cracking or tearing, it

should be replaced. If the drive belt will not track properly or comes off the pulleys,
it should be replaced.

1. Disconnect the plug from the power source.

2. Loosen the three screws with a cross-head screwdriver and remove the
drive belt cover - see image above.

3. Cut and remove the worn drive belt. Before installing the new drive belt,
clean both pulleys thoroughly.

4. Place the new drive belt onto the driven pulley then rotate it clockwise
while pushing the belt onto the drive pulley.

5. Reinstall the drive belt cover and securely tighten screws.

MAINTENANCE

e Before performing any maintenance on this tool ensure the planer is unplugged.

e For safe and proper operation, always keep the planer and planer ventilation
slots clean and free from debris.
