. WIAINTENANCE & SAFETY

« Periodically check shed to assure it remains stable and the site
remains fevel.

» |n areas of high winds it is recommended to anchor shed to
platform or ground by holes in fioor at designated location and
secure with the proper fasteners (not included).

» Wash shed with garden hose or a mild detergent solution. Using an
abrasive cleanar could damage your shed.

= Hot items such as recently used grills or fire pits should not be
stored in the building.

« Heavy items should not be feaned against the walls, as this may
cause distortion.

o ¥eep doors closed when not in use to prevent wind damage.

+ Do not climb onto roof.

» Shed is not designed for habitation.
