Never use the blower without the nozzle properly installed. This will allow you to
direct the air flow where you want it and make the tool more efficient.

Always keep the handles clean. Handles that are covered with grease, chemicals or
debris will make holding onto the blower difficult. Use a clean cloth dampened with
soapy water to clean these surfaces.

Never use a pressure washer, garden hose or any other liquid or chemical solvents
to clean the blower.

AWARNING: When blowing very dusty materials in extremely dry conditions for
long periods of time, static electricity may build up and discharge without warning.
To avoid this situation in dry dusty conditions, only operate the blower for short
periods of time and turning the blower OFF at regular intervals.

Maintain firm footing and balance at all times. Do not overreach or use the blower
from unstable surfaces such as ladders, trees, steep slopes, slippery surfaces,
rooftops, etc.

Always grasp the blower using the handles on the machine.
Use only in daylight or in good quality artificial light.

Never use the blower for anything other than its intended purpose. Use for anything
other than blowing leaves, grass, weeds or lawn debris can be dangerous. It may
also damage the blower.

BATTERY & CHARGER SAFETY

A WARNING: Only use the diagnostic charger supplied with this kit to
charge the 20V Li-ion battery. Charging any other batteries may damage
the charger and possibly cause serious injury.

Do not store or carry the battery in a manner in which metal objects could
contact the exposed metal end. Do not place the battery in aprons, pockets,
drawers, etc. with loose nails, screws, keys etc. The battery could short circuit
causing a fire, personal injury or damage to the battery.

Never attempt to open the battery for any reason. If the housing of the battery
breaks or cracks, immediately discontinue use and do not recharge.

Do not charge the battery if it is wet or shows any evidence of corrosion.

A small leakage from the battery may occur under extreme usage, charging or
temperature conditions.

2. Neutralize with a mild acid such as lemon juice or vinegar.

3. If liquid gets into your eyes, flush immediately with clean water for a minimum
of 10 minutes and seek medical attention.

NOTE: The battery liquid is slightly acidic.
Do not incinerate the battery. It can explode in a fire.

Do not use an extension cord. Plug the charging cord directly into an electrical
outlet.

Use the charger only in a standard 120V, 60 Hz electrical outlet.

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Do not use the charger in wet or damp conditions. It is intended for indoor use
only. Do not use the charger near sinks or tubs. Do not immerse the charger in
water.

Do not allow the cord to hang over the edge of a table or counter or touch hot
surfaces.

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ASSEMBLY AND OPERATING

CHECKING THE BATTERY CHARGER STATUS
The level of charge remaining in the battery can be checked by using the battery
LED power indicator that is contained on the end of the battery.

NOTE: The battery charge remaining may be checked while the battery is installed
in the tool with the ON/OFF switch turned OFF. It may also be checked while the
battery is removed from the tool. DO NOT check the battery charge remaining while
the battery is in the charger.You will get a false reading and you may also damage
the battery status system.

1. Press and hold the battery status button located on the end of the battery.

2. One or more of the Four LED lights in the LED window will come ON to indicate
the amount of charge that is remaining in the battery as follows:

Charge Level 07\ [ W77 | WARZA | VAW |VAWA

Amount of Charge | 0 - 10- 25- | 50- 75 -
Remaining 10% |25% |50% |75% |100%

3. Release the battery status button to turn the LEDs OFF.

CHARGING THE BATTERY PACK
1. Place the battery charger (1) (Fig.2) in a dry location near a 110—120V 60 Hz outlet

2. Plug the battery charger into the outlet and make sure the green LED
indicator light (5) (Fig.2) comes ON. If it does not, refer to the chart (Fig. 3)
to identify the problem.

3. Turn the battery (2) upside down and slide it onto the charger.

NOTE: a) When the charger is plugged into the wall receptacle and NO battery is on
the charger, the green indicator light (5) will turn ON indicating the charger is “live”.

b) When a discharged battery is installed on the charger, the green indicator light
will turn OFF and the red indicator light (6) will FLASH. The flashing red indicator
light indicates the battery is being charged.

c) If the red indicator light does not come ON, check to make sure battery pack
is slid fully onto the charger and the electrical outlet is working properly.

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d) See Fig. 3 below for other indicator light functions.
e) A discharged battery pack should be fully charged in up to 140 minutes.

f) It is normal for the battery charger to hum and be warm to the touch
during operation.

g) If the battery pack does not charge properly, check to make sure the electrical
outlet is “live”.

h) Do NOT charge batteries when the work area or the battery temperature is at
or below 5°C (41° F) or above 40°C (105° F).

INSTALLING A BATTERY ON THE BRUSHLESS AXIAL FAN BLOWER

1. Remove the discharged battery (1) from the brushless axial fan blower by
pressing downward on the battery release button (2) and sliding the battery
backward until it is removed from the brushless axial fan blower port (3) (Fig. 4).

2. Slide the fully charged battery onto the matching keys (4) in the brushless axial
fan blower port (3) where the discharged battery has been removed.

NOTE: Make sure the slots in
the battery are fully engaged
with the mounting keys in the
brushless axial fan blower
port (3) The battery release
button will “click” into place
when the battery is fully
installed.

To remove the battery, press the battery release button, and pull the battery pack

out of the slot, Fig. 6.

BENCHMARK.

ATTACHING THE BRUSHLESS AXIAL FAN BLOWER TUBE

Align the widest end of the brushless axial fan blower tube with the front opening on
the brushless axial fan blower outlet. Slide the brushless axial fan blower tube over
brushless axial fan blower outlet, lining up the brushless axial fan blower tube slot
(7.1) with the brushless axial fan blower outlet tab (7.2).

Rotate and Slide the brushless axial fan blower tube over blower outlet, tube and
turn clockwise to lock into place, Fig. 8.

STARTING/STOPPING THE BRUSHLESS AXIAL FAN BLOWER

Hold the brushless axial fan blower with your preferred hand, with the tube several
inches off the ground.

Press and hold the variable speed ON/OFF switch (9.1) to start the Brushless axial
fan blower. Please note this switch also controls the variable speed, which means
the further you push the switch the more air speed you will achieve. The less you

push, the less air speed. 0.2

Release to stop the blower.

Press and hold the TURBO speed button
(9.2) to maximize air speed while pressing the
variable On/Off switch. Release the TURBO
button to resume normal air speed.

IMPORTANT: Use of the turbo function will
drain the battery quicker resulting
in less run time.
